Coupon will be in effect from May 14 to June 6, 2009, and can be used anytime during these
dates (during Yaeger Auto Salvage’s business hours). A coupon may be picked up at the
Village of Weston Municipal Center, or you may call the Village of Weston and request to have
your coupon mailed to your home address.

Collects Hazardous Waste Only
Marathon County residents can drop off their hazardous waste free of charge at the County’s
Permanent Household Hazardous Waste Collection Facility. Common hazardous wastes that are
accepted at the facility include:

Lawn & Garden Chemicals / Cleaning Solvents / Automotive Fluids /

Fluorescent Light Bulbs / Solvent-based Adhesives, Glues / Mercury Products / Degreasers

Lead-based Paints (no latex or non-lead paints are accepted)
**| atex and non-lead paints are disposable with regular trash by evaporating the liquid & allowing the paint to harden.

Batteries AAA thru D size -heavy duty; AAA thru D size batteries — alkaline; 9 volt batteries — like
those used in fire detectors; button batteries — typically used in watches & hearing aids;
rechargeable battery packs; NiCad — Nickel Cadmium; and Mercury or Lithium —typically used in
laptop computers, cellular phones, etc. Lead Acid will not be accepted at this facility.
